St. Titus, Bishop, Confessor: St. Titus, the first bishop of the island of Crete, died about the end of the first century of

our era. He received from St. Paul an epistle, which with the two epistles to St. Timothy, forms the group known in the
New Testament as the Pastoral Epistles.

St. Dorothy, Virgin, Martyr: St. Dorothy, a virgin-martyr, was beheaded under Diocletian at the beginning of the Fourth
Century. Legend says that at the moment of her martyrdom the lawyer Theophilus begged her for flowers of Paradise, which
she sent to him.
